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Get to Your Own Layout in 6 Simple Steps

You never forget that first layout: It's just a very special moment when you turn the knob for
the first time and the train starts to move, when it stops for the first time in the station, or
when the locomotive is put into the locomotive shed.

Yet, a model railroad has much more to offer than the magic of the first moment. The tech-
nology for example: Today trains stop automatically at a signal, locomotives switch cars around
at a walking speed, and the layout controls direct several trains at the same time on a model

railroad layout.

Simple and Fast

On the other hand the requirements have also
increased: Instead of a circle or oval of track,
more complex, varied track routings are the
thing now. Despite that it's simple and fast to
get to that first layout:

In addition to drawing on paper, a layout can also be

planned comfortably and easily on a personal computer.

We recommend the WinTrack track planning software
from Modellplan to do this. Exterior dimensions, setup
of the track routings, and decorative features such as
house, streets, trees, and vehicles are entered in the
track planning program. If the layout has been fully
planned with a top view, WinTrack will give an
elevation plan. The program will generate a 3-D
representation that provides a realistic image of the
layout to be built. In addition, WinTrack will provide a
purchase list for all products entered on the plan.

In WinTrack two frame construction elements BPS
21120 are selected in WinTrack's “Basis Plus Program”
for planning the bench work. Experienced modelers can
buy the individual parts at a home improvement market
and cut them to size. Feet with pivoting rollers can be
made part of the bench work for setup and possible
changes of location.

3 Laying Track

Now 10 millimeter / approximately 3/8 inch plywood
can be installed on the bench work and track can be
laid on it for our layout. You can also simply cut the
track and road routes as well as station and building
support bases out of the plywood and install them on
the bench work. If you want a tunnel, a plywood base
for it should be part of the planning. This method of
construction will make the layout considerably lighter
in weight and allows scenery to be shaped better.

Construction
Separation points, feeder connections, signal and
turnout connections are provided for at the time you
install the track. Signals are set up and wired up to the
layout. The family can be building houses for the layout
in the meantime. Roads and town squares can be done
with paints and details such as the crossing gate halves
are assembled and installed. The application of grass
completes the layout.

5 Doing the Details

Now it's time for details such as trees and bushes.
These plants and vegetation need to be applied in the
right proportions. With too many trees the small layout
can quickly give the impression of being overloaded.
Lighting for houses, station platforms, and roads
follows. Autos, figures, and billboards are the icing on
the cake — the layout is basically done.

There are still several more possibilities for refinement.
It you want to have it really realistic, then you will want
a backdrop for the back side of the layout. Backdrops as
well as trees, roads, and figures are available at your
local model train shop or hobby shop, brands such as
Faller, Busch, Noch, or Vollmer. The layout looks even
more beautiful when the train disappears into a tunnel.
This kind of attention getter is quickly created with a
few pieces of plywood, some screen wire, and
appropriate grass flocking.

FAQ

General Questions

1) What do | need in order to get started with the hobby of model rail-
roading?

You have to have track, locomotives and car, and a control system. All
of this is included in our starter sets so that you have an easy way to
get started in this hobby.

2) What are the advantages of the Marklin system with the center stud
contact compared to other systems?

The first advantage is that the so-called Méarklin center conductor sys-
tem has one more electrical conductor compared to the two-conductor
systems. The center stud contact is largely self cleaning and the
double ground for the electrical current offers reliable current pickup
forthe locomotive. This makes the Marklin system less sensitive to dirt
than other systems.

Another advantage of the center conductor system is the electrical
symmetry. An example of this is the reverse loop, a track that comes
back to itselfin a circle in order to reverse the train for example. With
the two-conductor system opposite poles meet at the turnout. Com-
plex electrical circuits have to be installed in order to avoid a short
circuit. With the Marklin center conductor track you don‘t have to
worry about this, since the same poles always meet each other.

3) Are other makes compatible with Marklin?

No, because the Marklin locomotives use a different current pickup
(pickup shoes) different from that for other makes of locomotives.
However, several manufacturers do offer some locomotives for the
Marklin system (see the packaging for the locomotive).

4) What is the best way to expand a starter set?

The pre-made track extension sets from Marklin offer a simple possibility
that will allow you to expand the track layout any way you want. In addi-
tion, starter sets can be expanded any way you want with theme expan-
sion sets, locomotives, and cars as well as individual sections of track.
Of course accessory components such as electric turnout mechanisms
and control boxes can be added to the layout and building kits can be
integrated into the layouttoo. The products required to do this can all be
found in the Start up-Sortiment.

5) I have an old locomotive. Can | use this with no problem together with
my newly purchased starter set?

As a rule old locomotives are analog. Current starter sets are however
equipped with digital control. Unfortunately, for this reason it is not possi-
ble to use analog locomotives with digital control. The analog locomotives
would have to have a digital decoder installed in them. In most cases this
can be done by your local dealer or by the Mérklin Repair Department.

6) Can | connect M Track to C Track?
Yes, by using the 24951 adapter track which is available at your local
dealer in the HO assortment.

7) Can | also control digital locomotives with analog locomotive
controllers?

Yes, but here you must make sure that you control the current genera-
tion of digital locomotives only with the white transformers such as
item numbers 6646/6647. Using older transformers (most of them with
a blue housing) can lead to the destruction of the digital decoder in the
locomotive.

8) | have a direct current layout. Can | also use this for Marklin Start up?
No, because direct current layouts have a different method of current
pickup compared to the Méarklin Start up system.
